Declaration of interest protocol as agreed March 2006
l. It is acknowledged that all those involved in a partnership will, due to its nature, have an interest of some sort. Such interests should not be allowed to result in actual or perceived undue benefit or conflict and consequently to unsound decision making. 

m. Partnership members with a personal interest in the matter who attend a meeting of the Partnership at which the matter is considered must disclose to that meeting the existence and nature of that interest at the commencement of that discussion or as soon as the interest becomes apparent. The declaration will be recorded in the minutes.

n. Partnership members with a prejudicial interest
 in any matter must:-

(i) withdraw from the room or chamber where the meeting is being held whenever it becomes apparent that the matter is being considered at that meeting;

(ii) not exercise any functions in relation to that matter;

(iii) not seek improperly to influence the position about that matter.

o. Procurement of services or goods should abide by the good practice of the relevant commissioning or accountable body.

� A member of the partnership must regard themselves as having a prejudicial interest if it is a personal interest which a member of the public, with a knowledge of the relevant facts, would regard as so significant that it could prejudice the member’s judgement of the public interest.
